Expectations

1. Our expectation is that you have had some ministry experience. Depending on the level of experience you have had in missions and ministry will determine your involvement while in Zambia working with Loves Door / All Nations Zambia.
2. Our expectation is that you will be self-motivated and flexible. Our desire is to supply you with enough information prior to your arrival so that you can confidently say where you desire to fit in on our team and in ministry. We are then able to better prepare for your coming to help you jump right in to fully make use of your time here.
3. Our expectation is that you have been involved in a local ministry in your surrounding area. That you are committed to a church or local ministry where you have had discipleship and experience working together with other believers to meet a need in your community. That you can deal with conflict that comes with living in community in a mature way.
4. Our expectation is that you are able to enter into worship with us on a daily basis, that you have a personal relationship with God on a daily basis, through prayer and reading the word. That you are comfortable praying out loud and sharing with the group what God is teaching you and how you are growing.
5. When you get here you enter into this world here. We all need each other and we all rub against one another. We expect vulnerability and admitting of weaknesses. We are all learning and growing, so we expect that you will join us on this journey in discovering more of what God has for each of us individually and as a group.
6. While In Zambia we believe that each person has a gift to offer. We want to be clear that the things you identify on your application as interests, passions and skills may not be exactly where we place you during your time here, depending on the need. 
7. One of our focused areas of ministry is discipling people in simple church methods, with the view to starting an indigenous movement. We will train our interns in our methods and expect each one to live out these values to some degree. 
8. We expect your honesty in weakness and confidence in stepping out in your strengths. During the interview we want to get to know your heart and your struggles so we can better prepare you for your time in Zambia.
